 Check your transit requirements carefully 

Make sure it is valid for at least 6 months from your scheduled departure from Cambodia. 

Example: If you fly back home on 28 March, 2026, your passport must be valid until at

least 29 September, 2026.

Use the official website - https://arrival.gov.kh/ - within seven days before your flight and

save & print the QR code to show at immigration upon your arrival in Cambodia.

Prepare practical items for Cambodia

What you can bring

 Obtain your boarding pass(es) on time

Make sure to arrange adequate travel and health insurance coverage at your own expense

Light, comfortable clothing (business casual/traditional for GA sessions)
Modest clothing covering shoulders and knees for temple visit

Walking shoes, hat, sunscreen, sunglasses, mosquito repellent

 A poster of your organisation (maximum size 1m x 1.5m, about two A2 sheets)

A Small Gift from your home country to share with another participant!

Check your flight ticket(s) for more details. 

Universal power adaptor (230V / 50Hz — plug types A, C, G)

Keep your boarding passes handy, as the Forus team will request them during the GA.
